For over 80 years the Cenfre has been a
place of Christ’s healing, where people can
come away from the pressures of daily life
and rest in the presence of the Healing Lord.

We welcome people of all denominations.
There is a daily routine of morning and evening
worship and two weekly healing services
which are open to the public. An experienced
Ministry Team provides opportunity to talk or
pray with someone as the need arises.

You can come at any time and stay for a
personal retreat without being part of a
programmed retreat or course. You can
book in for a short stay or longer, or even for
the day. A mainline train station from London
is only two minutes walk away.

In this 19 bed roomed house there is en-
suite accommodation if you wish, and the
spacious grounds give ample room for
enjoying the outdoors.

The food is home cooked and most diets
are catered for to suit your needs.

Weekend Healing Retreats are for those who
want something more than just a peaceful
place to stay and are seeking healing of
body, mind or spirit. They begin on Friday

at 3.45 pm and end after lunch on Sunday.
They include teaching, a Christ-centred
meditation, individual confidential prayer
ministry, daily worship and a Healing Service.

Following a similar pattern, mid-week

and weekend Themed Retreats provide a
relaxed opportunity to reflect on some
particular aspect of Christ’'s healing for us
today. They also provide helpful insights
for those who want to develop greater
discernment and understanding of what
makes for Christian healing and wholeness
in people’s lives.

Teaching Days provide opportunities for
groups, individuals or those involved in
ministerial fraining who wish to explore and
develop Christ’'s healing ministry within their
own fellowships.

Healing Services are held twice weekly on
Tuesday evenings at 7.30 pm and on
Thursday mornings at 10.15 am. Both
services Include the opportunity to receive
prayer with laying on of hands. The Services
are open to all. Lunch is available on
Thursdays; it is advisable to pre-book.

Quiet Days run from 10.00 am to 3.45 pm
and are led by a variety of leaders who
help us experience God's presence in
our midst. These are days that inspire and
encourage, offering a deep sense of
Christ's peace to those taking part.

The Centre is always open to anyone
wanting time for a personal retreat. The
daily pattern of worship, and time simply
‘to be’, enables rest and refreshment.

Our
resident artist can lead you into fresh ways
of expression which you might never have
considered before.
